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Abstract

It can be said that postmodernism shows a tendency to be anti-Descartes in the
sense that it criticizes modern rationality which has started from Descartes. This paper
suggests the relationship between modernism and postmodernism and that between
traditional Mathematics and fuzzy logic in three aspects, and shows that fuzzy logic

tends to be a postmodern science in Mathematics.
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
